The clutch is not disengaged if there is an
interruption of the power supply when a
gearis engaged.

If the cause is not a flat battery, contact a
workshop for assistance. If the vehicle has
to be moved out of flowing traffic,
disengage clutch as follows:

1. Ap ply hand brake and switch off ignition.
2.Open bonnet and engage support.

3. Clean the transmission around the cap
(see Fig. 13739 S) so that no dirt can get
into the opening when the cap is
removed.

4. Rotate cap to slacken and remove by
lifting upwards —see Fig. 13739 S.

5. Turnthe adjusting screw clockwise using
a flat-head screwdriver (vehicle tools %
D 129) until clear resistance can be felt.
The clutch has now been disengaged.

Caution

Do not turn beyond the resistance, since
this can damage the Easytronic
transmission.

6. Fit cleaned cap again. The cap must be
in full contact with the housing.

Caution

Towing the vehicle and starting the
engine is not permitted when the clutch
hasbeen released inthis way, although

the vehicle can be moved a short
distance.

The first 600 miles (1000 km)

Drive your vehicle at various speeds. Do
notuse fullthrottle. Neverallow the engine
to labour at low revs.

Change gear frequently. Do not press the
accelerator pedal more than approx. 3/4 in
all gears.

Do not drive faster than three quarters of
maximum speed.

Do not brake unnecessarily hard for the
first 125 miles (200 km).

During the first drive, smoke may develop
because of wax and oilevaporating off the
exhaust system. Park the vehicle in the
open for a while after the first drive and
avoid inhaling the fumes.

Fuel and engine oil consum ption is higher
than nomal during the running-in period.

Never coast with engine not running
Many units will not function in this situation
(e.g. brake servo unit, power steering ).
Driving in this manner is a danger to
yourself and others.

Brake servo unit

When the engine is not running, the brake
servo unit isno longer effective once the
brake pedal has been depressed once or
twice. Braking effect is not reduced, but
significantly greater force is required for
braking.

Electric power steering %

If the electric power steering fails when
being towed with the engine switched off —
the vehicle can still be steered, but
considerably more force is required.

Driving in mountainous terrain or with a
caravan/trailer

The cooling fan is electrically operated. Its
cooling power is therefore independent of
the engine speed.

Since a considerable amount of heat is
generated at high engine speeds and less
at slower speeds, do not shift down when
climbing hills whilst the vehicle is still coping
with the gradient in the higher gear.
Diesel engines: On gradients of 10% or
more, do not drive faster than 20 mph

(30 km/h) in first gear or 30 mph (50 km/h)
in second gear.

Driving with a roof load

Do not exceed the permissible roof load,
D 177.For reasons of safety, distribute the
load evenly and strap it down firmly using
retaining straps so that it cannot slip.
Check the tyre pressure when the vehicle is
loaded. Do not travel faster than 75 mph
(120 km/h). Check and re-tighten the straps
frequently. Observe country-specific
regulations.

Switching off the engine

When you switch off, fans in the engine
compartment may continue running for a
time to cool the engine.

If the engine temperature is very high, e.g.
after driving in mountainous terrain: allow
the engine to idle for approximately two
minutes in order to prevent heat
accumulation.

Vehicles with turbocharged engine

After runningat highengine speeds or high
engine loads, operate the engine briefly at
a low load or run in neutral for approx.

30 seconds before switching off in order
to protect the turbocharger.
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Save energy —more miles

Good, technically correct and economical
driving ensures maximum durability and
performance for your vehicle.

Overrun cut-off

The fuel supply is autom atically cut off
during overrun, e.g. when the vehicle is
driven with a gear engaged butno throttle
application. Overrun cut-off is deactivated
if catalytic converter temperature is high.

Vehicles with turbocharged engine
Flow-generated noises may be audible if
the accelerator isreleased quickly on
account of air flow in the turbocharger.

Engine speed
Drive in a low engine speed range for each
gear as much as possible.

Warming up

Allow the engine to warm up while driving.
Donot warm it up by letting it run at idling
speed. Do not apply full throttle until the
engine has reached operating
temperature.

In autom atic mode, Easytronic # does not
shift to the higher gears after a cold start
until higher engine speeds are reached.
This allows the catalytic converter to
quickly reach the temperature that is
required for optimum pollutant reduction.

Correct gear selection

Do not race your engine whilstin neutral or
with a low gearselected. Driving too fast in
individual gears as well as stop-and-go
traffic increases engine wear and fuel
consumption.

Change down

When decreasing speed, shift down into
the next lowest gear. Do not slip the clutch
with a high-revving engine. This is
especially important when hill climbing.

Cooling fan

The cooling fan is controlled via a
thermoswitch and therefore only runs if
necessary.

Warming up

B Full throttle and warming up at idle
speed increase wear, fuel consumption,
exhaust emission, the amount of
pollutant inthe exhaustand the amount
of noise.

B Drive off immediately after starting.

Uniform speed

B Hectic driving significantly increases fuel
consumption, the exhaust emissions, the
proportion of pollutant in the exhaust
gas and the noise level.

B To enable the overrun cut-off to come
into action and save fuel, do not
accelerate or depress the clutch pedal
during overrun.

Correct gear selection
B High revs increase engine wear and fuel
consumption.

B Do notrace yourengine. Avoiddriving at
high engine speeds.

Making use of the tachom eter helps to
save fuel. Drive in a low engine speed
range for each gear as much aspossible
with uniform engine speeds. Drive as
often as possible in top gear, select the
next higher gear assoon as possible,
and only change down when the engine
is no longer running perfectly smoothly.

High speed

B The higher the speed, the higher the
consumption and the noise level. At top
speed, you consume a great deal of fuel
and produce excessive noise and
exhaust emissions.

B Slightly releasing the accelerator pedal
results in distinct fuel savings with no
major loss of speed.

Drive at no more than around three
quarters of maximum speed and you will
use up to 50% less fuel, without losing a
great deal of time.

Tyre pressure

H Inadequate tyre pressure, leading to
higher road resistance, costsmoney in
two ways: for more fuel and increased
tyre wear.

B Regular checks (every 14 days) pay off.

Electrical loads
B The power consum ption of electrical
equip ment increases fuel consumption.

B Switch off all auxiliary electrical loads
(e.g. air conditioning %, heated rear
window) when not needed.

Roof racks

M Due to air resistance, a roof load can
increase fuel consumption by approx.
3.5 gal./1000 miles (11/100 km).

B Remove them ifthey are not being used.

Repair and maintenance

B Improper repairs or adjustment and
maintenance work can increase fuel
consumption. Do not carry out work on
the engine yourself.

You may out of ignorance infringe
environmental laws by not disposing of
materials properly.

Appropriate parts mightnotbe recycled.

Contact with some of the materials
involved may pose a health hazard.

B We recommend that repair and
maintenance be entrusted to your
Vauxhall Authorised Repairer.

Extreme driving conditions

B Going up steep slopes, cornering, driving
on poor roadsand winter driving all
increase fuel consumption.

Fuelconsumption increases dramatically
in urban traffic and at winter
temperatures, especially on short trips
when the engine operating temperature
isnot reached.

Bl Following the instructions given above
will minimise consum ption under these
conditions.
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Fuels, refuelling

Fuel consumption

Fuel consumption is determined under
specific driving conditions & 175.

Special equipment increases the weight of
the vehicle. As aresult, they can increase
fuel consumption and reduce the specified
maximum speed.

There is increased friction between engine
and transmission parts during the first
600 miles (1000 km). This increases fuel
consumption.

Fuel for petrol engines
Only use unleaded fuel that complies with
DIN EN 228.

Fuels with ethanol content greaterthan 5%
may only be used if the vehicle has been
specifically developed and approved for
these fuels.

Use fuel with the recommended octane
rating (valuein bold © 173). Use of fuel
with too low an octane rating can reduce
engine power and torque and slightly
increases fuel consum ption.

Caution

Use of fuel with too low an octane rating
could lead to uncontrolled combustion
and engine damage.

Fuel for diesel engines

Diesel engines must be operated only on
commercially available diesel fuel meeting
the specifications of DIN EN 590.

Since January 2004, some oil companies
have mixed their diesel fuel with up to 5%
Bio fuel (FAME = Fatty Acid Methyl Esters)
like RME (Rape-Oil Methyl Ester). This is in
accordance with the current DIN EN 590
and does not ham the fuel/injection
system. The characteristics of a diesel fuel
mixed up with 5% Bio fuel (FAME) do not
differ from conventional diesel fuel and do
not influence the vehicle’s driveability.

Important: Diesel fuelmixed with 5% FAME
according to DIN EN 590 must not be
confused with 100% Bio Diesel, which is not
to be used in Vauxhall engines.

The flow and filterability of diesel fuel are
temperature-dependent.

Dieselfuels with improvedlow temp erature
properties are therefore available on the
ma ket during the winter months. Make
sure that you fill the tank with winter fuel
before the start of the cold weather
season.

Additives can be used with diesel fuels with
winter properties that are guaranteed by
the manufacturer and when using diesel
fuel filters that are heated depending on
the outside temperature.

Diesel fuels must not be diluted with fuels
that are intended for petrol engines.
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Fuel filler cap

Only a Vauxhall genuine fuel filler cap
provides full functionality. Diesel-engined
vehicles have special fuel filler caps.

Refuelling

AWarning

Before refuelling, switch off engine and
any external heaters with comb ustion
chambers % (identified by sticker on
tank flap). Switch off any mobie
phones.

Follow the operating and safety
instructions of the filling station when
refuelling.

With the central locking sy stem %, the tank

flap is unlocked together with the doors

Open the tank flap. To prevent damage,
the right-hand sliding door cannot be fully
opened if the tank flap is open.

Unlock the fuel filler cap with the ignition
key %, unscrew and suspend from tank
flap.

The fuel tank has a limiting system which
preventsoverfilling of the tank.

AWarning

Fuel is flam mable and explosive. No
smoking. No naked flames or sparks.

Ifyou can smellfuelinyour vehicle, have
the cause of this rectified immediately

by a workshop.

Fuel filler neck at right rear side of vehicle.

Correct filling depends to a large extenton

proper operation of the fuel dispensing

pump:

1. Fully insertthe pump nozzle andswitch it
on.

2. After the automatic cut-off, the nominal
capacity of the fuel tank can be
obtained by topping up with two doses
of fuel. Make sure the nozzleis fully
inserted.

Toclose, place fuelfiller capin position and
turn, overcoming the resistance until the
ratchet on the cap engages audibly. Lock
the fuel filler cap with the ignition key .

Catalytic converter, engine
exhaust

Catalytic converter

The catalytic converter reduces the
amount of harmful substances in the
exhaust gas, such as carbon monoxide
(CO), hydrocarbons, (CH) and nitrous
oxide (NO,).

Fuel grades other than those listed on

© 106,173 (e.g. LRP = Lead Replacement
Petrol or leaded fuel) could damage the
catalytic converter or electronic
components.

Caution

Damage to the catalyticconverter orthe
vehicle may result if the following p cints
are not observed.

M In the event of misfiring, uneven engine
running, a clear reduction in engine
performance orother unusual problems,
have the cause ofthe fault rectified by a
workshop as soon as possible. In an
emergency, driving can be continued for
a short period, keeping vehicle speed
and engine speed low.

B If unburnt fuel enters the catalytic
converter of a petrol engine, thismay
result in overheating and irreparable
damage to the catalytic converter.

Y ou should therefore avoid
unnecessarily long use of the starter
when starting off, running the tank dry
and starting the engine by pushing or
towing.

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Controlling exhaust emission

Design measures, primarily in the fuel
injection system and ignition system zones
incombination with the catalyticconverter,
the amountofhazardous substancesin the
exhaust emissions, such ascarbon
monoxide (CO), hydrocarbons (CH) and
nitrogen oxides (NO,), are reduced to a
minimum.
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Exhaust gas control indicator &
llluminates when the ignitionis switched on
and during the start attempt. Goes off
shortly after the engine starts running.

lllumination whilst the engineis running
indicates a fault in the emission control
system. The permissible emission limits
may be exceeded. Contact a workshop for
assistance immediately.

lllumination with the engine running
indicates afault that can cause damage to
the catalytic converter. It is possible to
continue driving without causing damage
by slowing down until the flashing stops
and the control indicator illuminates.
Contact a workshop for assistance
immediately.

Control indicator &l for engine electronics

llluminates for a few seconds whenignition
is switched on.

If it comes on when the engine is running,
thereis a fault in the engine ortransmission
electronics. The electronics switch to the
emergency running programme, fuel
consumption may increase and the
driveablility of the vehicle may be affected.

Insome cases the fault can be remedied by
switching the engine off and starting it
again. If the control indicator continues to
iluminate whilst the engine is running,
contact a workshop for assistance in
remedying the cause of the fault.

If itilluminates briefly, but does not recur, it
is of no significance.

If &ls illuminates, there may be waterin the
diesel fuel filter #. Have the fuel filter
checked for water residue by a workshop

If it lashes after the ignition is switched on,

there is a fault in the immobiliser sy stem.
The engine cannot be started © 19.

Engine exhaust

AW arning

Engine exhaust gases contain poisonous
carbon monoxide, w hich is colourless
and odourless and could be fatal if
inhaled.

If exhaust gases penetrate the vehicle,
open windows and contact a workshop
for assistance.

Avoid driving with an open tailgate.
Otherwise, exhaust gases could get into
the interior.
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Diesel p article filter %%

The diesel particle filter system fiters
harmful soot particles out of the exhaust
gases. The system includes a self-cleaning
function that run automatically during
driving. The fiter is cleaned by burning off
the soot particles athigh temperature. This
process takes place automatically under
set driving conditions and may take up to
25 minutes. Fuel consumption may be
higher during this period. The emission of
smells and smoke during this process is
normal.

Under certain driving conditions, e.g. short
distances, the system cannot clean itself
automatically.

If the filter requires cleaning and previous
driving conditions did not enable
automatic cleaning, control indicator T0
flashes. Continue driving, keeping engine
speed above 2000 rpm'1 . Shift down if
necessary. Diesel particle filter cleaning is
then initiated.

We recommend that you do not stop your
journey or switch off the ignition during
cleaning. Cleaning takes place most
quickly at high engine speeds and high
loads.
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The control indicator W goes offassoonas
the self-cleaning operation is complete.

Maintenance

Have all maintenance work carried out at
the specified intervals. We recommend
that you entrust this work to your Vauxhall
Authorised Repairer, who hasproper
equipment and trained personnel
available.Electronictesting sy stems permit
rapid diagnosis and remedy of faults. This
way you can be certain that all
components of the vehicle’s electrical,
injection and ignition systems operate
correctly, that your vehicle has a low level
of pollutant emission and thatthe catalytic
converter system will have a long service
life.

You are thereby making an important
contribution towards keeping the air clean
and compliance with emissions legislation.

Checking and adjustment of the fuel-
injection and ignition systemsis partof the
scope of inspection. For this reason you
should have all maintenance work carried
out atthe intervals specified in yourService
and Warranty Booklet.

Hydraulic brake system

The footbrake comprises two independent
brake circuits.

If abrake circuit fails, the vehicle can still be
braked using the other brake circuit.
However, the brake pedal must be
depressed a considerable way before any
braking effect occurs, and much more
force isrequired. The braking distance is
longer. Contact a workshop for assistance
before continuing to drive.

To ensure the full pedal travel can be
utilised, especially in case of a fault in one
ofthe brake circuits, there mustbe nomats
in the vicinity of the pedals © 103.

When the engineis not running, the

sup port of the brake servo unitdisappears
once the brake pedal has been depressed
once or twice.

The brake fluid level should be checked
regularly. If the brake fluid level is too low
and the hand brake is not ap plied, control
indicator D on the instrument panel
illuminates © 66.

Brake system control indicator (O

The control indicator iluminateswhen the
ignition is switched on if the handbrake is
applied or if the brake or clutch fluid level is
too low. Brake fluid & 168.

AWarning

If the control indicator illuminates when
the handbrake is released, stop driving
immediately. Contact a workshop for
assistance.

For vehicles with Easytronic %, the contral
indicator flashes for a few secondswhen
the ignitionis turned off if the handbrake is
not applied.

Anti-lock brake system (ABS @)%

ABS preventsthe wheels from locking.

ABS starts to regulate brake pressure as
soonasa wheel shows a tendency to lock.
The vehicle remains steerable, evenduring
hard braking .

ABS control is mad e ap parent though a
pulsein the brake pedal and the noise of
the regulation process.

For optimum braking, keep the brake
pedal fully depressed throughout the
braking process, despite the fact that the
pedal is pulsating. Do not reduce the
pressure on the pedal.
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Control indicator &) for ABS

It illuminates for a few seconds when
ignition is switched on. Once the control
indicator goes out, the system is ready for
operation.

If the control indicator does not go out
after a few seconds, or if itilluminates while
driving, thereis a fault in the ABS. The
brake system remains operational without
ABS regulation.

Self testing

When the engine is started and the vehicle
starts off, the system performs a self-check,
which may be audible.

Fault

AWarning

If there isa fault in the ABS, the wheels
may be liable to lock due to braking that
is heavier than normal. The advantages
of ABS are no longer avaiable. During
hard braking, the vehicle can no longer
be steered and may swerve.

Have cause of fault remedied by a
workshop. The system’s integrated self
diagnostics allow faults to be quickly
remedied.

Handbrake

Always apply handbrake firmly without
operating the release button, and apply as
firmly as possible on a downhill or uphill
slope.

To release the handbrake pull the lever up
slightly, press the ratchet knob, and fully
lower the lever.

In order to reduce the handbrake
operational forces, depress the foot brake
at the same time.
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Brake assist

When the brake pedalisrapidly and
forcefully depressed, the vehicleis
automatically braked with maximumb rake
force amplification in order to obtain the
shortest possible braking distance during
fullon braking (brake assist).

Maintain steady pressure on the brake
pedal for as long as full-on braking isto
continue. When the brake pedal is
released, the maximum brake force
amp lification is taken away.

Wheels, tyres
Suitable tyres or limitations® 179.

Tyres fitted in the factory are adapted to
the chassis and provide optimum driving
comfort and safety.

Changing tyre/wheel type

If tyres of a different size than those fitted
at the factory are used, it may be
necessary to reprogram the electronic
speedometer and make other vehicle
modifications.

After converting to a different tyre size,
have the adhesive label with tyre pressures
replaced.

AWarning

Use of unsuitable tyres or wheels may
lead to accidents and renderthe vehicle
unroadworthy.

Fitting new tyres

Fit tyres in pairs or in sets, which is even
better. Ensure that tyres on one axle are
M the same size,

B the same design,

B the same make,

B and have the same tread pattern.

Fitdirectional tyres such that they roll inthe
direction of travel. The rolling direction is
indicated by a symbol (e.g. an arrow) on
the sidewall.

Tyres fitted opposing the rolling direction
(such as when changing a tyre) should be
refitted as soon as possible. This isthe only
way to benefit fully from the design
properties of the tyre.

Pay attention to legal requirementswhen
disposing of tyres.
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Tyre pressure

Check tyre pressure at least every 14 days
and prior to any long journey; the tyres
should be checked when cold. Don’t forget
to check the spare .

Remove the valve cap key from the tank
flap and use it to unscrew the valve cap.

Tyre pressure © 179,© 180 and on the
adhesive label on the inside of the tank
flap.

The tyre pressure data is for cold tyres. It
applies to both summer and winter tyres.

Alw ays inflate the spare wheel % to the
pressure specified for full load.

Do not reduce tyre pressure when the tyres
are warm. Otherwise the pressure may
drop below the pemissible minimum when
the tyres cool down.

After having checked the tyre pressure,
tighten the valve caps using the valve cap
key.

Incorrect inflation pressures will imp air
safety, vehicle handling, comfort and fuel
economy and will increase tyre wear.

AWarning

If the pressure is too low, this can result
in considerable tyre warm-up and
internal damage, leading to tread
separation and even to tyre blow-out at
high speeds.
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Tyre condition, wheel condition

Drive over edges slowly and atright angles
if possible. Driving over sharp edges can
cause tyre and wheel damage. Do not trap
tyreson the kerb when parking.

Regulardy check the wheels for damage.
Seek the assistance of a workshop in the
event of damage or unusual wear.

Tread depth
Check tread depth regularly.

For reasons of safety, tyres should be
replaced when their tread depth has worn
down to 2 to 3 mm (winter tyres: 4 mm).

The legally permissible minimum tread
depth (1.6 mm) has been reached when
the tread has worn down as far as one of
the wear indicators (TWI')). A number of
wear indicators are spaced at equal
intervals around the tyre within the tread.
Their position is indicated by markings on
the tyre sidewall.

Caravan and trailer loads"

The permissible caravan/trailer loads are
vehicle and engine-dependent maximum
values which must not be exceeded. The
actualcaravan/trailer load is the difference
between the actual gross weight of the
caravan/trailer and the actual coupling
socket load with the caravan/trailer
coupled.

The permissible caravan/trailer loads are
specified in the vehicle documents. In
general, they are valid for gradients up to
max. 12%.

D Observe national regulations.

The permitted caravan/trailerload a pplies
up to the specified incline and up to an
altitude of 1000 metres above sea level.
Since engine power decreases as altitude
increases because of the air becoming
thinner,therefore reducingclimbing ability,
the permitted towing weight also
decreasesby 10% for every 1000 metres
of additional altitude. The towing weight
doesnot have to be reduced when driving
on roads with slight inclines (less than 8%,
e.g. motorways).

The pemissible gross train weight must not

be exceeded. This weight is specified on
the identification plate® 171.
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Coupling socket load

The coupling socket load is the load
exerted by the caravan/trailer on the
coupling ball. It can be varied by changing
the weight distribution when loading the
caravan/trailer.

The maximum permissible coupling socket
load (50 kg) is specified on the towing
equipment identification plate and in the
vehicle documents. Always aim for the
maximum load, especially in the case of
heavy caravans/trailers. The coupling
socket load should never fall below 25 kg.

When measuring the coupling socketload,
make sure that the drawbar of the loaded
caravan/trailer is at the same height as it
will be when the caravan/trailer is coupled
with the towing vehicle loaded. Particularly
important for caravans/trailers with
tandem axle.

Rear axle load during towing
The permissible axle loads must not be
exceeded.

Inthe case of caravans/trailers with brakes,
attach break away stopping cable to eye.

In the case of trailers with low driving

50 mph (80 km/h); the use of a friction-type
stabiliser is highly recommended.

If the caravan/trailer starts to sway, drive
more slowly, do not attem pt to correct the
steering and brake shamly if necessary.

If it is necessary to apply the brakes fully,
depress the brake pedal ashard as
possible.

Remem ber that the braking distance for
vehicles towing carava ns/trailers with and
without brake is always greater than that
for vehicles not towing a caravan/trailer.

Any deviation from the following
instruction mayleadto injury ordamage
due to the explosion of the batteries and
to damage of the electrics in both
vehicles.
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B Never expose the battery to naked
flames or sparks.

B A flat battery can freeze even at
temperatures around 0°C. Thaw out a
frozen battery before connecting jump
leads.

B Do not allow battery fluid to come into
contact with eyes, skin, fabrics or
painted surfaces. The fluid contains
sulphuric acid which can cause injuries
and damage in the event of direct
contact.

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Vehicle care

When caring for your vehicle, observe all
national environmental regulations,
particularly when washing it.

Regular, thorough care helps to improve
the appearance of your vehicle and
maintain its value over the years. Itis also
prerequisite for warranty claims for any
paint or corrosion damage. The following
pages contain tips for vehicle care which,
if used properly, will help comb at the
unavoidable damaging effects of the
environment.

Washing

The paintwork of yourvehicle is exposed to
environmental influences. Wash and wax
your vehicle regularly. When using
automaticcarwashes, select aprogramme
that includes waxing.

Bird droppings, dead insects, resin, pollen
and the like should be cleaned off
immediately, as they contain aggressive
constituents which can cause paint
damage.

When using a car wash, follow the car-
wash manufacturer’s instructions. Switch
off the windscreen wiper . Unscrew the
antenna *% and remove the roof rack .

If you wash your vehicle by hand, make
sure that the insides of the wingsare also
thoroughly rinsed out.

Clean edges and folds on opened doors
and flaps as well as the areas they cover.

Thoroughly rinse off and leather-off the
vehicle. Rinse leather frequently. Use
separate leathers for paint and window
surfaces: remnants of wax on the windows
will impair vision.

Polishing and waxing

Wax the vehicle regularly (at the latest

when water no longer beads). Otherwise,
the paintwork will dry out.

Polishing is necessary only if the paint has
become dull or if solid deposits have
become attached to it.

Paintwork polish with siicone forms a
protective film, making waxing
unnecessary.

Plastic body parts should not be treated
with wax and polish.

Wheels and tyres
Do not use high-pressure jet cleaners.

Clean wheek with a pH-neutral wheel
cleaner.

Wheels are painted and can be treated
with the same agents as the body.

Paintwork damage

Rectify minor p aintwork damage with a
touch-uppen before rustforms. Have more
extensive damage or rust areas repaired
by a workshop.

Exterior lights

Headlight and other light lens are made of
plastic. Do not use any abrasive or caustic
agents, do not use an ice scraper, and do
not clean them dry.

Plastic and rubber parts

Plastic and rubber parts can be cleaned
with the same cleanerasused to clean the
body. Use interior cleaner if necessary. Do
not use any other agent. Avoid solvents
and petrol in particular. Do not use high-
pressure jet cleaners.

Interior and upholstery

Clean the vehicle interior, including the
instrument panel fascia, using interior
cleaner.

The instrument panel is only to be cleaned
with a soft, damp cloth.

Clean the fabric upholstery with a vacuum
cleaner and brush. Remove stains with an
upholstery cleaner.

Clean seat belts with lukewam water or
interior cleaner.

Caution

Close Velcro fasteners as open Velcro
fasteners on clothing could damage
seat upholstery.
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Windows and windscreen wiper blades
Use a soft lint-free cloth or chamois leather
together with window cleaner and insect
remover.

When cleaningthe rearwindow, make sure
the heating element inside the window is
not damaged.

For mechanicalremoval ofice, use a sharmp -
edged ice scraper. Press the scraper firmly
against the glass so that no dirt can get
under it and scratch the glass.

Clean smearing wiper blad es with a soft
cloth and window cleaner.

Locks

The locks are lubricated at the factory
using a high quality lock cylinder grease.
Use de-icing agent only where absolutely
necessary, as thisremovesgrease and
impairs lock function. After using de-icing
agent, have the locks regreased by a
workshop.

Engine compartment

Clean painted surfaces in the engine
compartment like any other painted
surface.

For best results, wash and wax the engine
compartment before and after winter.
Before washing the engine, cover the
alternator and brake fluid reservoir with
plastic sheeting.
